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National metro train on rails with domestic technologies

Researchers from the Academic Center for Education, Culture and Research (ACECR) have made
through the country's self-sufficiency in urban rail technology by localizing all subway train
equipment, including the technical knowledge of the propulsion system. The national metro train
has been built with the cooperation of various domestic companies, including 18 knowledge-based
companies and four industrial centres such as Tehran Wagon Manufacturing Company, the
ACECR, MAPNA and ERICO.

This design and construction is based on the experience of the last 20 years in using three
generations of wagons. The most important steps taken by domestic companies have been to
produce the national metro train.
